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Dear Parents,

We are delighted to be able to advise that KTC has become a beneficiary under the
Building Education Revolution Stimulus Package initiated by the Federal
Government, which allows schools to make significant improvements to their
infrastructure and amenities.

After many weeks of effort by our management team, we have received notification
that the School will receive funding to make the changes listed below. The allocation
of funds to schools was determined by a review of our enrolment numbers and a
Financial Health Assessment conducted by the Government and based on the
annual financial reporting that schools are obliged to provide. We are extremely
excited that KTC surpassed the stringent criteria set by the Commonwealth for this
process, and by the prospect of being able to make these custom-designed
improvements to our campus which will benefit all our students now and in the
future.

Multi Purpose Hall

KTC is the only Jewish school in New South Wales to have received funding in
Round 1 of the Primary Schools for the 21st Century initiative. As a result of this
allocation of $2,000 000, a multi-purpose hall will be constructed on our campus.
This funding will enable us to erect a much-needed facility which will encompass a
gymnasium with basketball court and provision for a stage for concerts and
productions, amongst other features.

Administration Block

We have also received funds under the National School Pride program, which
allows for minor infrastructure and refurbishment programs. This funding,
comprising $125 000, will enable us to undertake a much-needed refurbishment of
our Administration block. The improved and enhanced facilities, including a new and
custom-built sick bay area, will allow our staff to better serve the needs of our KTC
families.

Security

In addition, we will be upgrading the security on our campus with the funding that
has been allocated to KTC under the Secure Schools Program. The allocation of
these funds, totaling $455 000, is welcomed as we will now be able to appropriate
security infrastructure taking into account our geographical location and
requirements.
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Early Learning Centre

Work on the KTC Early Learning Centre on the Dover Heights campus for 2-3 year
olds will also commence within the next few weeks. This initiative is being made
possible through the generosity of our benefactors and has already received an
overwhelming response from the community.

We anticipate that construction of the above projects will commence during the
course of this school term, in accordance with stipulations regarding timeframes set
by the Government.

We are aware that these exciting upgrades to KTC will cause significant disruption
to our day to day operations and we ask for your understanding during the period of
RESPECT construction. We will endeavour to minimise disruption to our students and will
update our parent body at regular intervals as to the progress of the upgrades. As
always, the safety and welfare of our students and staff remain our priority at all
times, and we will ensure the adherence to all safety regulations while the
refurbishments are taking place.
